Wenches will be given a
free pattern for their time and efforts, and
will not pay for the class.

Our final scheduled workshop of 2018 is
with Ali Strebel of Dayton. Ali will be teach-
ing a wool pincushion which includes needle
felting. The kit fee of $30 will include all
wool, as well as a small tin tray made espe-
cially for this project. The total fee for this
workshop is $81 and will include lunch. We
will again be meeting at The Gathering Place,
74 N. State Street in Westerville on Satur-
day, September 22 from 9:30 a.m. to 3:30
p.m. A basic hand sewing kit will be needed.
Ali will also be bringing items to sell and we
will open the sale to all guild members begin-
ning at 2:30 p.m.
