If you prefer to simply donate fleece, that is
wonderful as welll Purchase fleece at 1.5 - 2
yards long, and bring it with you fo the next quilt
guild meeting. I will be collecting fleece through
the September meeting, to give everyone time to
hit those big sales at JoAnn's. I plan to enlist
the help of Blendon middle school students to
again tie the fleece blankets; it's a great service
project for them.
