workshop cost will be reduced by $10). Please 
invite your non-guild friends. We'd like to have 8 
students per day. 

The total cost of the workshop is $65, which in-
cludes lunch. For those who made their $20 de-
posit, your remaining $45 will be due at the April 
23rd meeting or by May 10 by mail (Sue Meek, 
73 Keethler Dr S, Westerville 43081).

At the minimum, 
you'll need fabric cut to complete the 2 blocks 
that are used throughout the quilt.
