Due January 26,

By popular demand, WQG
will have a 2020 Mystery
Challenge. The mystery

The pattern is suitable for advanced begin-
ners and includes half square triangles,
square-in-a-square units, flying geese, and
basic patchwork. (There are no applique, y-
seams, or paper-piecing in the pattern.) As
the mystery pattern recommends small scale,
non-directional prints, solids would work well.
Thus, we decided to name this the Rock-Solid
Mystery. Use of one solid fabric (or some-
thing that reads a solid) is a requirement.
