Or you can visit http://zoom.us/test to join a test meeting, then follow the instructions to
test your video or audio.

You will be prompted to download ZOOM app the first time that you start ZOOM on your de-
vice.

You will go to a "waiting room" and be admitted into the meeting once the host has started the
meeting. You will see a picture of a flower while you are in the "waiting room".

Once you are in the meeting you will see yourself and several others depending on how many
are in the meeting and what you "view" settings are.
