mately 36" x 45. Bigger sizes will
be accepted but quilts should be lap
size rather than bed size.

e Labels - WQG will be providing labels for
the quilts. Please add your name to the
sign up sheet at the Fun With Fabric ta-
ble so we can get an estimate of how many
labels we will need. Please put your name
down if you think you will participate.
