On fabrics 

though, start by testing on a small spot.

I use my old prescription bottles to store 

used/broken needles and bent pins. When 

the bottles are full I can throw them away 

safely. I keep one by my sewing machine for 

old machine needles and pins; and I keep one 

upstairs by my TV chair for old hand sewing 

needles and pins.
