This month Ida Dillard will introduce our
next challenge: Pot Holder Quilts.

Quilts from the 1830's, the Pot Holder
Quilts were made during the Civil War era by
quilting bees and quilt guilds for hospitals
and soldiers. The quilt is created by quilting
and binding individual blocks before whip
stitching them together to form a quilt. We
hope you will be inspired to try this tech-
nique! (Quilt will be due in September.)

Also, we will be holding our Chinese Auction
at the July meeting. If you have items you
want to donate, please bring them ready for
sale (fabric or items bundled,
ready fo sell.) Bring a few
dollars to the July meeting
and try to win something that
you just know you can't live
without!

Plate design that was a challenge event for
several guilds in the area.
